FIXED SWAY BAR (NON ADJUSTABLE) 2O > > >

Choose original bar diameter from left column, then follow across to the right to determine % increase in stiffness required.
Or, check % stiffness of a new bar size against the original.

Choose original bar diameter from left column, then follow across to the right to advertised Whiteline bar size and based on
points of adjustment;

Example - Upgrading from an 20mm
factory bar to a Whiteline 24mm 3 point adllustable sway bar results in a 75% (soft), 107% (standard) and 144% (hard)
increase in torsion rigidity. (Refer green highlightin chart)

4 point adjustable - simply subtract 1mm for soft setting, add 1mm for intermediate setting and an additional 1mm for
hard settmf%. Example - Upgrading from a 22mm factory bar to a Whiteline 26mm 4 point adjustable sway bar results in
a GL%HSSO ), 95% Fstandard), 127% (intermediate) and 162% (hard) increase in torsion rigidity. (Refer highlight
in chart).

Note: Data accuracy will vary when comparing tubular/ hollow factory sway bars to Whiteline’s solid spring steel sway bars.
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
